Why work?

Motivation is the way in which workers can be encouraged to do a good job.

The main reasons why people work are:

MONEY


People need money in order to satisfy their basic needs – food, shelter and warmth. Once these are achieved, people use money to buy luxury goods
JOB SATISFACTION

Some people work because they enjoy their job eg nurses, charity workers
AFFILIATION

Other people work because they don’t want to stay at home and enjoy meeting other people
JOB SECURITY

Some people choose a job because it offers security – a “job for life”.  Eg teaching
STATUS

Some people like to progress in their career and improve their status. They choose jobs which offer perks and the chance for promotion.  eg lawyer, accountant
